Within this course, students are permitted to use Al tools exclusively for information gathering and
preliminary research purposes. These tools are intended to enhance the learning experience by providing
access to diverse information sources. However, it is essential that students critically evaluate the
obtained information, exercise independent thinking, and engage in original research to synthesize and
develop their own ideas, arguments and perspectives. The use of Al tools can serve as a starting point for
exploring a topic, with students expected to uphold academic integrity by appropriately attributing all
sources of information and avoiding plagiarism. Essays and/or written assignments should reflect the
student’s own thoughts and independent written work. Students should also generate their own figures
(e.g., graphs, diagrams) rather than using Al generated ones. By adhering to these guidelines, students
contribute to a responsible and effective learning environment that promotes critical thinking, independent
inquiry and all them to produce original written contributions. The same principles also apply to the use of
translation software to support the writing the essays and other written assessments.

The penalties for a student guilty of a scholastic offense include refusal of a passing grade in the
assignment, refusal of a passing grade in the course, suspension from the University, and expulsion from
the University.

14. Procedures For Appealing Academic Evaluations
1. Inthe first instance, all appeals of a grade must be made to the course instructor (informal
consultation).
a. If a student feels a mistake was made by the marker of an assignment: They are asked to wait
48 hours after the assignments have been returned. Students should use this time to review the
assignment instructions, the feedback on the assignment, as well as any feedback provided by
the instructor to the class. At this point they are requested to send an email to the instructor
detailing any issues/mistakes made by the marker.
2. If the student is not satisfied with the decision of the course instructor, a written appeal must be sent
to the Undergraduate Chair of the Department of Management and Organizational Studies.
3. If the response of the Undergraduate Chair is considered unsatisfactory to the student, they may
then appeal to the Dean of the Faculty in which the course of program was taken.
4. Only after receiving a final decision from the Dean may a student appeal to the Senate Review
Board Academic. A Guide to Appeals is available from the Office of the Ombudsperson.
